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Fraud Checklist
Warning Signs of Fraud: 

· The opportunity is presented with great urgency, that you must act quickly. There might also be pressure to sign a contract quickly and agree to pay a large sum of money before sales claims can be investigated or legal advice obtained.  
· Promises of extraordinarily high or guaranteed profits, relative to the amount invested. 
· Claims that profits can be achieved easily  
· A required initial fee that greatly exceeds the fair market value of any products, kits or training. A large fee is payable before you receive anything in return. 
· You are required to give your banking or disclose other financial or legal information. 
· Evasive answers by the salesperson or unwillingness to give disclosure documents required by law.  
· Presentation includes an obscure financial process that only experts can understand.

In conclusion: A fraudulent salesperson may be prepared with glib assurances and authentic-looking documents. However, a deeper investigation should always be undertaken before becoming involved in any business venture. In addition, never go on a board or other legal body unless you know the people involved and understand the nature of the business or organisation. 
Motivational Issues: 
A fraudulent opportunity may be presented as the answer to a pressing need. There is a danger of losing God as our sufficiency and putting in its place money as the answer.  
Businesses that promise lots of money for little effort, tap into our wrong personal motivations of greed, self-sufficiency and pride. When considering ANY business - it is important to bring the  issue of motivation before God. 
Matthew 6: 31-33 31So do not worry, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?' 32For the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.
